23.   Treat equipment with respect.

24.   Always run when arriving late.

25.   No headphones while in uniform.

26.   No laughing after a loss.

27.   Hair must be above the eyebrows and off the collar.  (Don’t make a coach tell you when you need to get a haircut).

28.   Game attire when not in uniform will be polo shirt and slacks (No Jeans).

3. Dismissal from the team.
